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Features of passive design for 
cooling
Insulation, thermal mass and 
shading reduce heat gain, 
and ventilation provides 
temperature moderation to 
reduce interior heat build-up.
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rising warm air is ventilated 
and creates air movement

high level of 
insulation

shaded windows keep 
heat gain low
