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Diversion of water from 
washing machine or tub for 
gravity fed irrigation
A three-way valve manually 
diverts water from the normal 
drainage system to the surge 
tank. The machine discharge 
pipe must not be more than 
300 mm above the top of the 
machine to avoid overloading 
the pump, and it must 
discharge into a 40 mm open 
pipe to avoid the possibility of 
water being siphoned from the 
machine.
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
